Monthly General Membership Meeting Agenda

Monday, January 15, 2007

President Silvas called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

The membership and guest present were lead in prayer by Chaplain Nat Chavez followed by a pledge of allegiance conducted by John Donnellan.  

President Silvas invited new members and guests present to stand and be recognized. There being none he welcomed all members celebrating their birthday in January to come forward for a birthday song and to receive a gift of free raffle tickets. Two birthday boys came forward to receive their gifts; Ray Olvera and Martin Diaz.   

Next, the evening’s cooking team was introduced by team leader Don Jungman.
