Monday, June 18, 2007

Call meeting to order

President Silvas called the monthly membership meeting of the SLMC to order at 7:32 p.m. 

Prayer & Pledge

Club Chaplain Nat Chavez was invited to lead all present in a group prayer, followed by a pledge to the flag lead by Lou Davis.

Chaplain Chavez next introduced a special guest for the evening; our new pastor Fr. James Barlow. Fr. Jim came to the microphone and thanked all members present for their warm welcome and announced he looked forward to working alongside the SLMC in service to our parish. President Silvas thanked Fr. Jim for joining with us for this meeting and added the Men’s Club was a unique organization dedicated to helping both our church as well as our community.

Members celebrating June birthdays were asked to come forward to receive a birthday song and a gift of evening raffle chances. Seven of the twenty-one members celebrating this month took center stage. Of those present Rudy Hernandez was recognized as 82 years young.

Minutes of previous meeting 

Club Secretary, David Keller distributed copies of the May membership meeting and reminded members these minutes were also posted on the Club Internet site before each meeting for their review. Hearing no corrections or additions President Silvas accepted motions to accept from Terry Sparrow and Russell Phillips and a yea from all present.   
Treasurers Report 

Treasurer, Greg Shean next presented a report on the financial condition of the Club as of month ending May 30th. Copies of his presentation were distributed to members for their review in advance of the meeting. Income from our church festival booth was still outstanding and a major cause for our $899 loss year-to-date. Other out of ordinary expenses for the month were $387.85 for website software, $147.28 for Fr. Mike’s luncheon and $172.62 for a U.S. flag donation. Gregg concluded his remarks by discussing upcoming meeting menus through January 2008. By a motion from Peter Rangel and Terry Sparrow, and hearing no correction or additions, President Silvas declared this report accepted as presented.            

Club Correspondence  

Printed copies of recent correspondence received since last month’s membership meeting were distributed by Secretary, David Keller. President Silvas invited members present who were interested in reviewing these communications to approach the secretary after the meeting.  

Guest Speaker  

Next the guest speaker for the evening, Sister Jo-Michelle Sierra, SSCJ, was introduced by past President Joe Pina. Sister Jo-Michelle is the director of the Archdiocese of San Antonio Office of Ministry for Persons with Disabilities. She spoke of the healing power of prayer, and shared numerous enthusiastic stories of how positive feeling, prayer, and meditation helps all of us embrace God’s many blessings. She delivered a message of love, respect and self-healing to all members in the room and was awarded a round of applause and a special thank you from President Silvas.

· 501c Entity Update - Chairman Don O’Brien stated that his committee consisting of Joe Pina, David Keller, and John McCauley would meet to finalize the new Bylaws and Constitution for the 501c corporation later this month. 

· Fiesta Finale Update – Co-Chairman Alfredo Avila announced that we was still awaiting the final income distribution from this event and felt these funds would arrive later in this month. 

· Capital Campaign Status Update – Chairman Don O’Brien presented a financial report on the success of the campaign effort. He indicated that as of May 2007 some 2.2 million had been pledged of which $500,000 was collected. Approximately $20,000 was being received per month. He also noted that since last fall the committee had undergone a change in personnel. Lastly, he happily stated that the St. Luke’s School principal had signed onto the program and has offered his support.   

· WGD Final Figures – RC Contreras reminded everyone that we were only 263 days away from our 2008 event and that members need to save up for a $50 Big Buck ticket.
· Paul Keller stated that as a member of the Telephone Calling committee he needed a revised membership rooster with current phone numbers. Membership Officer Eric Johnson presented him a new February 2007 issue and reminded all present the importance of providing any address and phone changes to the Club.

· Parish Directory Drive – Matt Mora attended a meeting for all parish organizations in early June and was asked to find four SLMC volunteers who would assist with the sign up and the conducting of picture sittings. Signup would take place after Masses on June 10, 17, and 24th. Parishioners can also use the Internet to schedule their portrait sitting.  Pictures would be taken July 5 through August 4th.at various time slots. Members were encouraged to have their portraits taken for this directory.

Entertainment – Mike Perez was not present, but President Silvas announced that Mike was working on the fall Dallas Football game trip.  

Special Projects – Ralf announced that his WGD Distribution Committee made up of Ben Olenick, RC Contreras, Joe Pina, Duffy Bowen, and Larry Ridder had completed a recommended list of 2007 WGD recipients. He then distributed this printed list for the membership to review and discuss. He stated that the net WDG proceeds for this year amounted to $54.746, less $15,000 for our Capital Campaign pledge, leaving $39,746 available for distribution. Of this 15% remains in the Club, 40% goes for outside parish support, and 45% is awarded in parish. Following several questions from the membership President Silvas accepted motions from Bill Cummings and John Donnellan to approve these distribution recommendations. All members present then supported the motion.
