Budget and Finance - Larry Ridder had no report.

In addition, Wallie reported the following: member Paul Keller was back playing tennis two weeks after injuring his knee; member Adam Castillo is expected to make a full recovery following 25 days of chemotherapy for prostate cancer; Alex Flores’ wife, Irma, was home recouping following surgery; member Roland DeWinne is now in remission after seven years of chemotherapy, off and on; Duffy Bowen’s sister, Diedre Bowen, is being treated with radiation therapy for cancerous lesions on her brain; Matt Mora’s mother, Rachel and his sister, Belinda, have both been diagnosed with cancer; Gilbert Montes’ father, Jaime Montes, passed away due to complications from diabetes; member Charlie Eckert said he is doing fine, but has mild Parkinson’s disease; member Dennis Hickey and his wife, Jeannine, are both being treated with chemotherapy for cancer, both are doing well; member Alex Flores was in the hospital for several days and has been diagnosed with cirrhosis of the liver, he is undergoing further testing; and Charlie Cilfone and his wife are doing as well as can be expected.
