Wally submitted no further report, but past president Keller mentioned phone calls with Wallie and his intention to return to service.

Entertainment – Past president Keller reminded members of the S. A. Missions game Thursday 6/21 – tickets $9 vs. Corpus Christi Hooks, we have reserved 60 seats. – Greg Shean & Co. will provide the Tail Gate Pre-game Party.

Public Relations – Still searching for a volunteer  - James Benavides’ last project as Public Relations officer was the editing of the  WGD Business Partner 2012 Thank You Letters.
•
Benevolence - 
Ralf Meneses reported on the works of the committee and preparations for the 2012 Sharing of Gifts Banquet. The Wild Game Dinner net revenues totaled $68,388. The club has an obligation of 25 percent of the net to the capital campaign. Of the remaining sum, 45 percent ($23,081) is distributed to the parish. Community organizations receive 40 percent ($20,516). By comparison, parish organizations requested approx. $21,000. Community organizations requested $38,040 ($18,000 undeliverable). Benevolence committee members included Ben Olenik, RC Contreras, Larry Ridder, Duffy Bowen, and Joe Pina. David Keller attended the “Rack & Stack” meeting strictly as an observer. Benevolence presented their recommended roster for receiving organizations and sums to the executive board. Meneses reminded the membership of benevolence procedures as outlined in the club bylaws. President Elstak reminded the membership of the timeframe to submit requests and the publication of that deadline. President Elstak called for a motion from the floor to accept the benevolence committee’s recommended distribution plan. A motion was made by Rico Silvas with second from Robert Camacho. The vote passed. A reminder from chairman Meneses, the report remains in-house until the organizations are notified.

Wild Game Dinner - Rico Silvas  - 257 days to the Wild Game Dinner, Mar. 2, 2013
A Corporate table thank-you has been prepared and distributed. The first lessons learned meeting was held, covering the operations side of the event. A second meeting discussing food preparation and serving was scheduled for the following week. Silvas also reported a lunch with Henry Garcia, who prepared the 2012 program guide. They discussed creating incentives for purchase of the front cover, back page and centerfold. Silvas called for members to report any prospects, family businesses, etc. to Garcia for consideration. Henry responded to a request from the floor, outlining the prices of ads: $1,000 full-page, $500 half-page, $250 quarter-page, $150 business card.
