Recognition of the cooking crew: Manuel Ybarra as head cook, with team including Robert Camacho, Frank Cuellar, Andrew Martinez, Guillermo Wolff, Juan Huerta, Luis Hernandez.

New members and guests: “Gizmo” Gonzalez has helped on previous Wild Game Dinners and decided to join the club. Frank Garza, a friend of member Juan Garcia, also helped on previous WGDs and decided to join. Rico Silvas introduced John, the representative of Sysco, who would be working on WGD supply.

Birthdays: Richard Medrano was missed in the previous month’s recognitions. There were 9 February birthdays. Senior member is Medrano, junior member is Robert Quiroga Jr.
