Treasurer: A printed report was provided.

Chaplain: Nat gives a thank-you for help with Stations of the Cross. It was a good example and good leadership demonstrated to the parish. Nat asks that we pray for students, who have been threatened.

Inventory: Russell reports the club is purchasing a refrigeration unit and trailer at an expense of $3,000. $2,200 has been donated. Russell says we need storage space and replacement equipment.

Web: James reports, he, Todd and Joey are assisting John Hardin in evaluating the webpage and its functionality. They’re starting a “wish list” of features, including e-commerce and member login areas.

Christian Services: Wallie continues to report his action as he carries out his duties. Everett advises, please call the members, who would appreciate hearing from friends.

Scholarship: Alex reports all applications are in. The committee will choose recipients on Monday. He’ll name the recipients to the club after graduation.

Entertainment: Manuel details the upcoming baseball game, June 19, or an alternate date to be determined. Estimated ticket cost is $10. It’s possible we might have tickets next meeting. We’ll get an e-mail out to announce the game to the club. No tailgate set yet; we need a cook.

Benevolence: RC Contreras reports, one out-of-cycle request from Elizabeth An Seton. They have an Eagle Scout Candidate who is financing his project. $300 was approved. The Scout is Johnny Martinez’s nephew.

Wild Game Dinner: Don Obrien reporting. Finances were presented by projector. Don had three goals: Create a quality experience, succession plan for chairmen, increase income.

Last year, revenue was $175K. This year, $187K

Auction revenues down, but raffle is up 8.5 percent. Big Bucks sold out. Augie and Rick are up 32 percent on the 53-card draw. The program is up slightly.

Last year, the auction made $33K;we’re around $32K this year. Rental expense down 16 percent. Beverage expenses up – we can’t return surplus beer cases. Security expenses also up. Overall expenses are down.

Last year, we had $54K for distribution; this year, we have about $64K. Last year, $18K to capital campaign; this year $21K.

The projector was purchased. We had members and other parish organizations contribute for its donation.

Don offers his compliments to the club.

Nominating committee: Terry Sparrow introduced the slate of officers. President: Mike Raign. Vice President: James Benavides. Treasurer: Greg Shean. Secretary: Gilbert Ortiz. Nominations from the floor were called for. Joey Groff Jr. was nominated for Treasurer. His intentions were announced at the executive board meeting, though he was not at the meeting. Gilbert also was not in attendance, but had confirmed his intentions with Terry prior to the meeting.

Treasurer is the only contested position. An election will be held next meeting.

Sharing of Gifts Banquet: Third Monday in July (21st). Outback should be available. Looks like it’s going to be a $10 ticket in advance. A flyer will be prepared. We’re welcome to bring a spouse or a potential donor. Note, this is a regular meeting.

Capital Campaign: David Keller is preparing a report on the club’s commitment to the campaign and the timeline to complete its pledge.

David also has an update, Roland De Winne was injured (Homer called him with the details). We’ll get him on Wallie’s roster.

Announcements: Steven Chavez is now representing Hope for the Future, an Archdiocese tuition assistance program. About 37 students are supported at St. Luke. It’s about $59K in support. Also, St. Gerard high schoolers are looking for internship opportunities.

Homer Fetzer recently visited Charlie Eckart. Also, Joe Zaldivar is recovering from an infection. Note also, the Habitat for Humanity build has been completed as of April 5. That’s house number 13 for the parish.

David Ray mentioned Resurrection Baptist Church’s mission trips. They have trips to Haiti and Beliz planned. A contingent of 10 is going on his specific trip. The group put in an application for support from WGD. They requested $1,500, which accounts for 10 percent of their expenses. Overall, they have three trips planned, in two countries, with a team of 38 total.

Paul Biever reminded the membership there’s a general election coming up. We have some club members who are candidates.
